As an aid to the scheme and to manage Parish Council business a subscription to Parish online was suggested. 
Parish Online will provide the following functions and benefits: 

 On line access to up-to-date Ordnance Survey maps of the parish: 

 Online access to detailed Aerial Photography of the parish 

 Facilities to mark-up and store maps with parish information such as the position of litter bins, the 
extent of proposed developments or temporary traffic arrangements. The ability to annotate maps is 
a management tool for Parish Councils. 

 Facilities for visually analysing information collected by the Parish such as the frequency and location 
of fly- tipping etc.  

 Use the maps to allow members of the public to view information on the website. 
Parish Online is a secure web-based service which is accessed via the internet using a unique user id and 
password. Once a council has subscribed there is no need to get maps from any other source.

Waste Management Strategy 
Letter from Marton Cum Grafton Parish Council asking for Councillor support in a campaign to persuade North 
Yorkshire County Council to rethink its waste management Strategy.” The current plan is to build an industrial 
sized waste facility close to Boroughbridge (near Harrogate) that will dispose of the majority of the north 
Yorkshire and City of York’s household waste using a huge incinerator. The plan will be very expensive, costing 
the ratepayers of North Yorkshire, including those in your parish, over £900 million in the next 25 years. We 
think the plan is based on outdated technology, is risky by tying us to a single commercial contractor, and will 
provide no incentive to North Yorkshire to reduce waste and increase recycling performance. 
A No Incinerator at Allerton Park North Yorkshire Protest was held at NYCC County Hall Northallerton-Wens on 
the 21

st
 July 2010. A motion has been tabled calling for a Public Debate on the matter before the end of the 1

st
 

week of September 2010. If approved, this would allow examination of the arguments for and against the 
planned scheme.  
 
Information from Project Director,  and Chief Executive of North Yorkshire - Allerton Waste Recovery Park 

 The proposed facility will save North Yorkshire County council and City of York Council £320 million 
over the next 25 years 

 Enough electricity will be created to power 40,000 homes (a town the size of Harrogate) 

 At least 90% of North Yorkshire’s rubbish can be diverted away from landfill thanks to the facility 

 20,000 tonnes of materials will be pulled out of your waste for recycling each year instead of going to 
landfill

 Residue from the facility will be used to create 50,000 tonnes of construction aggregates 

 70 long term jobs will be created. 
‘Dealing with our waste is an issue we all need to address. Continuing to send rubbish to landfill is not 
environmentally acceptable; If we carry on with landfill the anticipated combined total bill for the council will 
be around £1.8 billion over 25 years - a bill which will have to be met by residents through council tax. 
 
Recycling rates are increasing and it is important people continue to recycle at the kerbside. What Allerton 
Waste Recovery Park will do is make sure we get the very best from what’s left over. 
 
State-of-the-art, tried and tested technology will be used to extract recyclable materials and food waste and to 
create electricity. In addition, the facility will include an education and visitor centre to be used by North 
Yorkshire’s schools and community organisations. The centre will allow local people to view the operations, 
find out how we extract more recyclables from waste, how renewable energy is created and learn more about 
reducing, reusing and recycling their waste. 
 
Allerton Waste Recovery Park will be built on an existing quarry, landfill and concrete production site next to 
the A1 motorway near Knaresborough. We will be submitting a planning application for the facility to North 
Yorkshire County Council towards the end of 2010. We understand residents across the region may have 
questions about the proposals before this and we’re happy to answer them.’

 North Yorkshire County Council Highways sent details of the adoption of Hall Drive as “highway 
maintainable at the public expense as from 26

th
March 1988.” “From its junction with Harper Square in 

a southerly direction to its junction with Hall Way, but excluding the land on which the two piers 
supporting the arch linking East Lodge and West Lodge stand. 

 The Land Registry was contacted. The Archway is not registered. 

 The Land Registry suggested Legal help. Community Legal Service Direct was contacted. 

 Community Legal Service Direct suggested contacting the Citizens Advice Bureau, contact number 
given. 

 Contact number for Citizens Advice Bureau rung, reply, “This number is not available.”

Proposed Changes to Concessionary Fares Scheme 
From 1 April 2011 North Yorkshire County Council will be responsible for issuing concessionary bus passes and 
paying the costs of the scheme which are expected to be in the region of £9m each year. The work will transfer 
to the County Council from the District Councils as part of a government initiative to make an expected saving 
in the cost of administering concessionary pass schemes across the country of £180m a year. 
 
At present in all areas of the county except Craven concessionary passes can be used at any time from 9 am for 
all journeys up to 6 am the following morning Monday to Friday and at any time at weekends and bank 
holidays; in Craven people issued with a pass through Craven District Council can board a bus within Craven at 
any time. In both cases this is more generous than the minimum government requirement. 
 
The Council is considering replacing these arrangements with a consistent scheme in all areas of North 
Yorkshire which allows free travel between 9.30 am and 11 pm Monday to Friday and at any time during 
weekends and Bank Holidays. These time periods correspond to the requirements of concessionary fares 
legislation. By doing this it is possible that we may be able to save as much as £400,000 per annum. In rural 
areas where services are infrequent it is possible that concessionary passes would be accepted on some 
journeys before 9.30am.

Skipton Magistrates Court 
Letter from Annette Moppett – Solicitor informing that the Ministry of Justice has recently announced 
proposals ‘to modernise and improve the use of courts in England and Wales’. The Coalition Government’s 
rationale is to “eliminate waste and reduce costs” and to ensure that it “keeps courts in the most strategically 
important locations; communities continue to have access to courts with suitable facilities and that there is an 
overall reduction in costs”. 
 
Her Majesty’s Court Service (HMCS), part of the Ministry of Justice, is now consulting on a proposal to close 
103 Magistrates’ and 54 County Courts in England and Wales, considered by the Government to be underused 
and inadequate. 
 
In Craven the consultation applies to Skipton Magistrates’ Court and Skipton County Court, which since 2003 
have shared premises in the town. 
 
The proposal is to move the work of the Magistrates’ Court to Harrogate and merge the Skipton and Harrogate 
Local Justice Areas. Skipton Magistrates’ Court deals with prosecutions arising from incidents in a wide 
geographical area including Settle, Ingleton and Bentham. 
 
With regard to the County Court, HCMS is proposing to move the work to the Bradford Combined Court 
Centre. Keighley Court is also targeted for closure. Skipton County Court covers a vast predominantly rural, 
geographical area. Its jurisdiction relates to the pre 1974 administrative county boundaries (the West Riding). It 
includes parts of east Lancashire down to Kelbrook and Sough, Craven district up to Austwick in the north west, 
eastwards into the western fringes of Harrogate district and south east into West Yorkshire.  
 
The consultation document states that courts are to be within a ‘reasonable travelling distance’, which is 
defined as the majority of the public being within a 60 minute commute of their nearest court by public 
transport. It also states that consideration will be given to those who live in rural communities but there are no 
details how this has, or will be, taken into account. 
 
If Skipton Magistrates ‘Court and County Court are closed it will have a significant impact on all court users – 
victims, witnesses and those charged with criminal offences.  
 
It was resolved to respond to the consultation by filling in the questionnaire on the Ministry of Justice website 
at www.justice.gov.uk/consulations/consultations.htm.

Speed Detection Equipment 
Craven Community Safety Partnership would like to remind Town/Parish Councils of the speed detection 
equipment available to request: 

 The Speed Radar is a covert recorder that makes a number of recordings, including time and day, 
vehicle measurements and vehicle speed. The equipment is used for statistical data which is 
forwarded to the Police for analysis whereby appropriate action can be decided. This equipment can 
be placed in most locations and is used purely to establish actual facts regarding any speeding vehicle. 

 The Matrix Speed Sign can only be deployed in areas controlled by either 30MPH or 40MPH and in 
any case, at the discretion of the local highways department. The sign warns drivers if they are in 
excess of the speed limits, it collects no data and cannot be used for prosecution purposes. The use of 
this equipment is restricted to certain health and safety requirements and can only be deployed 
during the day light hours in accordance with the highways agency protocol. 

 The Pro-laser Device is used by trained police officers. The equipment is had held and records the 
speed of individual vehicles. Vehicles exceeding the limit can be stopped and dealt with in the 
appropriate manner.

The proposed format is a folder containing short 
pamphlets on different planning gain subjects. The consultation draft comprises the folder, which provides an 
introduction to the general subject of planning gain, and two initial pamphlets – one on affordable housing and 
on sport and recreation facilities.

Letter from a resident to the Footpaths Officer at North Yorkshire County Council copied to Sutton-in-Craven 
Parish Council. The letter provides information with regard to access difficulties to public footpaths. 
The Clerk to contact Footpath Officers at North Yorkshire to enquire what measures are been taken to resolve   
access difficulties to the footpath and to enquire if any further progress has been made with regard to the 
footpath at Strikes Lane. 
 
The Community Right to Build 
The government launched its consultation on the Community Right to Build scheme on the 23

rd
 July 2010. The 

purpose of the scheme is to: 

 Allow communities to get together and take forward developments for new homes, shops and 
facilities in their area. 

 Allow a community organisation to go ahead with development without the need for planning 
application, if there is overwhelming community support for the development and minimum criteria 
are met. But the Community Right to build won’t be used to expand the size of communities by more 
than 10% over a 10 year period. 

Community Right to Build will form part of the Localism Bill which has a milestone for approval by November 
2011. 
The Head of Strategic Housing, Craven District Council, wishes to seek Parish Membership views and views of 
the wider community if possible on the Government’s proposals. Of course the consultation gives all residents 
an opportunity to respond directly to Government during the consultation period but Craven District Council 
would also appreciate those views as well so that it can inform future debate in relation to housing an more 
especially the role of affordable housing in sustaining communities within the District.

1. Two Storey Side Extension To Dwelling, 49 West Lane 
Refusal of Permission. Decision Issued:29 July 2010 

Reasons for Refusal 
The proposed development, being a continuation of the front wall of the dwelling, under an extended roof 
plane and being within 150 mm. Of the common boundary with the adjoining property to the south is 
considered to lead to the effect of visual terracing of this present semi-detached house and thus not to comply 
with the advice contained in Appendix F and the requirements of Saved Policy H 20 the Craven District (outside 
the Yorkshire Dales National Park) Local Plan. 
 

2. Demolition of Existing Agricultural Buildings, Construction of Replacement. Agricultural Machinery 
Store and Wind Turbine. 
Refusal of Permission. Decision Issued: 29 July 2010 

Reasons for Refusal 
The site is situated in open countryside where there is strict control of new development under national 
planning policy guidance contained in PPS7 and saved Policies ENV1 and ENV2 of the Craven District (Outside 
the Yorkshire Dales National Park Local Plan). In the absence of any associated farm business and having regard 
to the small amount of land agricultural land maintained by the applicant, it is not held that there is sufficient 
need to justifying an agricultural building on the scale proposed. The proposed building and wind turbine 
would therefore represent sporadic development in the countryside, to the detriment of the character and 
appearance of the local landscape, and as such would be contrary to PPS7 guidance and saved Local Plan 
policies ENV1 and ENV2.
